Jaw Box - An Irish and Scottish colloquial phrase for sink, which arose from the use of a sink in communal drying greens.  ‘Jaw’ is old scots for pour or splash and also refers to chatting
Jaw Box is a community arts project which will bring together the women and families of Glasgow’s East End through a dramatic celebration of local history and social space.
Jaw Box: Community Engagement and Outreach Worker Key Roles and Responsibilities:

· Encourage and facilitate the involvement of diverse groups of women through workshops and outreach activities in the Jaw Box project.

· Create and deliver imaginative, inspiring and effective workshops for women with diverse experiences of learning and from diverse backgrounds for example, working with materials from the Library collection on topics including Suffragettes and broader equalities issues.

· Help ensure the Jaw Box project is accessible to all and meaningfully engages our target of 100 women.

· Promote the project widely and effectively within the Glasgow Women’s Library’s cohorts of learners (including ESOL learners, Adult Literacy learners and other groups), with women using other East End based services and resources and within a network of women’s groups across Glasgow.

· Ensure that the project is professionally documented, monitored and evaluated.

· Work closely and effectively with the wider Jaw Box team including Artistic and Archive teams.

· Ensure that the values of Glasgow Women’s Library and Royal Conservatoire of Scotland are foregrounded.
